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Formative & Summative Evaluation 
Formative Evaluation 
Formative evaluation takes place at the end of each session of your 6-week introductory Forest School Programme.

The aim of formative evaluation is to gauge how well the FS sessions are going and any lines of development which should then inform your future sessions planning. 

This evaluation is based on your own and your staff/helpers observations during the FS session. It is often written down at the end of the session on the session plan itself and covers the following:

· What went well 

· What you need to remember for the next session

· Any particular lines of development based on your observations of the children’s learning

Summative Evaluation

Summative evaluation looks at the overall outcome of the whole 6-week introductory FS programme. This takes place after the FS programme has finished.

This evaluation looks at how many children/young people benefited from the FS programme and the level of impact it has had on them.

This evaluation is written up separately and is made up from observations from yourself, your staff/helpers and any feedback from the children and parents.
It covers the following:

· Your aim for your introductory FS programme

· The number of children and staff at your introductory FS programme

· What went well 

· Did you achieve your aims for the introductory FS programme

· What you would do differently next time your run a longer FS programme 
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
