	2.1 Prepare policies and procedures in line with statutory requirements and good practice specific to own client group and Forest School site. 


	Students to create or review handbook for their FS programme. Must have a signed and dated page in the handbook. If reviewed we need the detail of what they have reviewed.

Include:

· Daily Operating procedures (including Risk management, Health & Safety, emergency procedures)

· Child Protection, Missing child procedure, cancellation (detailed) and data protection

· Review date

· Tools and Fire procedures



	2.2 Assess the ecological impact of running Forest School at chosen site.


	Brief overview of flora and fauna on chosen site. 

Completed ecological impact form 

Must show how students will reduce the impact for the 4 factors.

	2.3 Develop a simple three year sustainable management plan for own Forest School area based on an ecological impact assessment


	Simple management plan for 3 years on their FS site.

Include how to manage the factors identified by Eco-impact assessment and how they will review and monitor.

	2.4 Plan six Forest School sessions, showing links to own client group’s learning and development objectives and needs.  
	Create an overview with brief description of the setting and client group, with overall objective for FS sessions.

Need 6 session plans, detailing content and resources for sessions

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	2.5 Discuss the process of managing risk and how it applies to Forest School.


	Write about risk management at FS. Include which risk assessments are completed and by whom. Also include how they modify risk assessing to suit group needs

	2.6 Produce relevant risk assessments for own Forest School sessions 
	Need risk assessments for:

· Site

· Activities 

· Daily

Must all be signed by student and dated. Check for inclusion of weather on dailies and changes which should have been noted as per their session planning and session evaluation.

	2.7 Develop a communication strategy to exchange information with:

· those assisting Forest School 

· other interested parties.
	· Communicating with assistants – how did they communicate, what did they discuss?

· With other interested parties (parents, govenors, children, site owner) – how did they communicate and what about?

	 
	

	3.1 Lead six planned sessions demonstrating flexibility in response to individuals’ needs.


	Tutor assessment. Evidence is completed the Delivery Assessment form.

	3.2 Observe three individuals and evaluate the impact of Forest School on their behaviour and learning.
	Include a brief description on the background for each child and a summary of your observations over the FS programme. 

Most important is the evaluation – what was it about FS that worked well for the child at FS in relation to behaviour and learning? (Should see mention of one or some of the following: high staffing ratio, space to repeat, space to choose when to join in, space to try things out themselves, support in developing own interests)

	3.3 Carry out a formative assessment after each Forest School session and make recommendations for future sessions.
	For each FS session write about:

What went well

What needs to be done differently next session

(this can be on the session plan itself)

	3.4 Carry out a summative evaluation at the end of the Forest School programme.
	Write about the FS programme as a whole. 
What went well and what would student do differently in future?
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
